e Add a widget to a home screen

Tap Eg at the bottom of the preview screen, press and hold the widget you want to add, then drag it
to where you want to place it, and release.

e Change the wallpapers
Press and hold anywhere on the home screen except the icons, select WALLPAPERS at the bottom
of the screen, and then choose your preferred wallpaper.

Go to > Settings > Display > Wallpaper and choose your preferred wallpaper.
e Move an app to another screen

Press and hold an app that you want to move, drag it to where you want to place it, then release.
e Uninstall an app

1. Tap , press and hold the app that you want to uninstall.

2. Drag to B, and then release and tap OK.

e Guest: There is only one Guest account. A Guest has restricted access to the device. For instance, a
Guest can't open Unknown sources.

e New User: There can be multiple user accounts, including accounts for standard users and child
user. A standard user can manage child user accounts. In child user accounts, there are many child-

friendly apps available including videos, games, music and more content can be managed in Parental
Control.

e Tap 0 > CONTINUE to create a child user. Or tap n on the first home screen to create a child
user.

Setting up a Wi-Fi network

Turn on the Wi-Fi switch and tap a Wi-Fi hotspot in the list to connect to the Internet.

When you are connecting to a secure hotspot, you need to enter your login name and password to
connect.

Go to > Settings > Data usage.
Note: You need a valid SIM card with a data service. If you don't have a SIM card, contact your
carrier.

Setting up a VPN network

VPNs are used within organizations to allow you to communicate private information securely over a
non-private network. You may need to configure a VPN, for example, to access your work email. Ask the
network’s administrator for the settings necessary to configure a VPN for your network.

« Go to > Settings > More > VPN.

e Tap + to edit the VPN profile, including the server name, type, and the server address, and then tap
SAVE.

e Tap the VPN server name, enter the username and password, and then tap CONNECT to connect to
the VPN network.

e Tap * to edit or delete the VPN.
Note:You need to set a lock screen pattern, PIN or password before using a VPN. Go to Settings >
Security > Screen lock to select a screen lock option and set up the screen lock.

Setting up a hotspot

You can use personal hotspot to share an Internet connection with a computer or other device.

Go to > Settings > More > Tethering & portable hotspot and do the following:

You can also use Bluetooth tethering or USB tethering.
