CHECK THAT THE VOLTAGE on the rating
plate corresponds to the voltage in your
home.

UsE A sOFT AND DAMP cLOTH With mild detergent
to clean the interior surfaces, front and rear of
the door and the door opening.

For sTuBBORN STAINS, boil a cup of water in the
oven for 2 or 3 minutes. Steam will soften the
marks.
ADDING SOME LEMON JUICE to a cup of water, plac-
ing this on the turntable and boiling for a few
minutes can eliminate odors inside the oven.

Do NOT USE STEAM CLEANING APPLIANCES When
cleaning your microwave oven.

THEe oven should be cleaned regularly and
any food deposits removed.

THE GriLL ELEMENT does not need cleaning since

the intense heat will burn off any splashes, but

If the Grill is not used regularly, it should be run
for 10 minutes a month to burn off any splash-

es, in order to reduce the risk of fire.
