I was born in the Czech Republic and I have been to many different parts of the country.
I think that we Czechs can be proud of our country - it’s full of variety and interest.

Some History

King Charles IV, who ruled from 1346-78, was one of the most important figures in Czech
history. During his rule, the Czech nation enjoyed a ‘golden age. In 1348 he founded
a university in Prague and he worked to establish the city as the cultural capital of Europe.
He also did a lot to promote the Czech language.

In the 16th century, the Czech lands came under Habsburg rule and were to remain part of
the Austro-Hungarian empire until the collapse of the Habsburg Empire at the end of the
First World War.

In 1918, the first Czechoslovak Republic was established. T. G. Masaryk, a great believer in
democracy, was president of the Republic from 1918-35.

During the Second World War, the Czech lands were occupied by the Nazis until liberation
by American and Russian troops in 1945. The next forty years were a period of Communist
rule. In the 1960s, during the ‘Prague Spring, the country seemed to be moving towards
liberalisation, but this was stopped by the 1968 invasion of Warsaw Pact troops.



Communist rule ended in 1989 with the peaceful “Velvet Revolution’ and the election of
Vaclav Havel as the first Post-Communist president. On January 1% 1993, Czechoslovakia
split up into two independent states and the Czech Republic started to exist.

The Czech Republic is made up of two parts - Bohemia in the west and
Moravia in the east. The capital city, Prague, is in Bohemia. There are a number
of other important cities in the region too. Plzen is famous for producing
Pilsner Urquell beer, which some people say is the best beer in the world! If you go further
west from Plzen, you get to the great spa towns of West Bohemia — Karlovy Vary, Marianske
Lazne, and Frantiskovy Lazne. Karlovy Vary is the most famous of these towns, with its
beautiful 19th-century architecture and picturesque woodland setting. Karlovy Vary hosts
an international film festival every year and it’s visited by a lot of big names in film. If you
like skiing, you can go to the Krkonose mountains in North-East Bohemia - Harrachov
and Pec pod Snezkou are two of the best resorts. Snezka is the highest mountain in the
Czech Republic, at 1602 metres.

The countryside of South Bohemia is particularly beautiful — I like the area around the fish
ponds near Trebon. Ceske Budejovice is the major town in South Bohemia and has a well-
preserved old centre, but the most-visited town in the region is Cesky Krumlov. This
beautiful little town, set on a winding river, is a UNESCO-protected world heritage site.
It was badly affected by the floods in 2002 but has since been well restored.

The Sumava region of mountains and forests is another good reason to visit South-West
Bohemia. It’s an ideal place to go hiking.

Moravia is home to the Czech Republic’s second city, Brno. Brno may not be as beautiful as
Prague, but it’s still an interesting place - Spilberk castle is certainly worth seeing. Another
major town in North Moravia is Olomouc - this is a university town and has a youthful,
laid-back feel.

South Moravia is well-known as the major wine-producing region in the Czech Republic,
but there is more than just wine to enjoy there! Towns such as Mikulov and Znojmo, with
their well-preserved old centres, are attractions in their own right.

Sometimes called ‘the heart of Europe, Prague is certainly the centre of business, commerce
and tourism in the Czech Republic. The Old Town and Mala Strana are the most popular
parts of Prague with thousands of tourists who visit every year. They have been relatively
undamaged by wars, so there are a lot of great examples of Old Baroque, Gothic and
Renaissance architecture. The most striking buildings are the Tyn church in Old Town
Square and St Nicholas’s Church in Mala Strana Square. But the most famous landmark in
Prague must be the Charles Bridge, which joins the Old Town and Mala Strana across the
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tenement buildings: ,cinziky obymé domy  V1tavariver. The bridge datesback to 1342. A newer landmark
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is the Museum at the top of Wenceslas Square. It was built in
the 19th century as a symbol of national identity. In front of the Museum is a statue

of the Czech patron saint, St. Wenceslas. This statue is a favourite meeting-point for
Praguers.

But there is much more to Prague than just the centre of the city! There are many varied
neighbourhoods in the city, from Zizkov (which probably has more pubs than any other
part of Prague!) to Vinohrady, with its colourful 19th-century tenement buildings, to
Smichov, home of Prague’s Staropramen beer. Further out there are newer suburbs made up
of housing estates built under the communist regime. These consist of concrete blocks of
flats which all look very similar. They house a lot of people and often have good public
transport connections to the centre, but the lack of variety means these suburbs are not as
attractive as other parts of the city.

In
the following days, more and more people started protesting, filling Wenceslas Square every
day to hear speeches by dissident leaders like Vaclav Havel. Within weeks, the Communist
regime had lost power and in January 1990, Vaclav Havel was inaugurated as the first post-
communist President.

Life before 1989
After a decade of oppression in the 1950s, things became

particularly film - the Czech ‘new wave’ of film-makers like
Milos Forman and Vera Chytilova became famous around
the world. In the second half of the ‘60s liberalisation intensified under Alexander Dubcek -
this period became known as the ‘Prague Spring’ and was ended by an invasion of Soviet
troops in August 1968. After the invasion a period of ‘normalisation’ followed - this was
a time of fear and repression during which the communist police (or StB) had alot of power.
People were not allowed to travel to Western countries and were afraid to say anything
against the regime. The shops were badly-stocked and people had to queue for basic
groceries. It was possible to buy Western products, but only in special “Tuzex’ shops which
not everyone had access to. The standard of living was not high and the economy was badly-
managed and weak. The authorities repressed any opposition to the Communist Party and
free elections were impossible. Many opponents of the regime lost their jobs and were forced
into menial labour. It was not uncommon to find former university professors driving taxis
or working in factories. People had very little motivation to work and productivity was low.
An ‘underground’ of dissident musicians, writers and philosophers was formed - some of
these people wrote ‘Charter 77, a document that expressed their anti-communist point of
view. People who signed the document were closely watched by the police and in some
cases their families suffered discrimination - for example, their children were not allowed
to study at university.

Life after 1989

It was not easy for this country to make the transition between Communism and Capitalism.
When formerly state-owned companies were privatised, there were many stories of corruption
and of people stealing money. Meanwhile, foreign investment began, with many international
firms setting up Czech offices and global brands like McDonalds appearing in cities.

In 1993, Czechoslovakia split up into two separate countries, the Czech Republic and
Slovakia. A lot of people still wish this had never happened.

There have been many benefits to life after 1989. Now, people are free to travel where they
want and can express their opinions more openly and without fear of oppression. There is
much more choice for consumers and the country’s economy is much stronger. On the
other hand, we have to face the typical disadvantages of capitalism - unemployment and
poverty have to be the opposite of wealth and success. Also, the country is now under the
influence of globalisation — I hope this doesn’t mean it will lose its individual character.

I'm glad that I grew up in the post-communist age and I am grateful for the opportunities
I have. I am also a little sad, however, that my parents and other older relatives had to live
a lot of their life under the old system.

The famous Irish playwright Samuel Beckett dedicated one of his plays to Vaclav Havel. The
play was called Catastrophe and was written in 1984.
