During standard use (3 to 5 times per day), we 
recommend limescale deposits be removed:

	 – once per month in areas with hard and very hard water;
	 – �once every two to three months in areas with soft and medium hard 

water.
•	 	Scale build-up increases the noise level of the kettle.
•	 To remove the scale, we recommend the Sencor SESXD 001 liquid 

agent. Follow the dosage and procedure instructions which you can 
find on the packaging of the descaling agent. Alternatively, you can 
also use 8% white vinegar (in proportion 1 : 1 with water) or citric acid 
(approximately 30 g per 1 l of water) which you boil and let sit. After you 
pour it out, boil clean water in the kettle before next use (4 to 5 times).

Storage
•	 When not using the appliance for an extended period of time, 

disconnect the power plug from the power socket, allow the appliance 
to cool down and clean it according to the instructions in chapter 
"Cleaning and maintenance".

•	 Before storing it, check that the appliance and all its accessories are 
thoroughly clean and dry.
