Network connection/

Preparing the internet connection

You can integrate this radio into a local network and
even access home servers or other authorised resources.
To receive internet radio or access non-local media
(streaming, such as Spotify Connect), the network

must be connected to the internet.

The LAN connection is less susceptible to faults than a
WLAN connection. That's why it's recommended to use
a wired connection between access point (AP) and radio
to ensure an undisturbed reception.

4.1 LAN connection (wired network)

« Connect a LAN cable of type RJ45 to a free socket
on your router, switch or access point.

« Connect the other end of the LAN cable to the RI45
LAN socket on the radio.

« Make sure that the router is on and that you have
an Internet or network connection.

« If you have questions about router configuration,
please consult the operating manual of the router
for troubleshooting.

+ A detailed description of how to configure the LAN
connection is given in the Wired network connection
(LAN) section.

4.2 WLAN connection (wireless network)

« Ensure that the router is switched on, is functioning
correctly and that there is a connection to the internet.

5. Getting started

5.1 Remote Control

+ Open the battery compartment cover. It is located
on the rear of the remote control.

« Pull the closing tab back (if present) and lift the cover.
With other models of remote control, it suffi cesto
simply push the casing in the direction indicated.

« Insert the batteries provided, paying attention to
match the polarities correctly. The correct polarity
is indicated by the plus and minus symbols in the
battery compartment.




5.2 Radio — Connecting and starting up

Connect the network cable to a properly installed and
easily accessible network socket. The power supply
unit is suitable for mains voltages between 100 and
240V, and is thus operable on almost any AC power
grid. Please note that a country-specific adapter may
be necessaryYou can find an appropriate selection of
Hama products at www.hama.com.

» Only connect the product to a socket that has been
approved for the device.

» When using a mult-socket power strip, make sure
that the sum power draw of all the connected devices
does not exceed its maximum throughput rating.

« The electrical socket must always be easily accessible.

« If you will not be using the product for a long period
of time, disconnect it from mains power.

Once the product has been connected to mains power,
initialisation takes place.
The radio starts up.

To assist you in fi st-time setup of the radio,
a Setup Wizard is provided.

5.3. General notes on use

» These operating instructions always relate to
operation with the remote control. Functions that are
only usable by app are explained separately.

+ When a selection among menu items is to be made
(such as YES or NO), the one currently selected has a
light-coloured background fill.

« In menus offering a variety of different options
(such as Equalizer, Update, and so on), the currently
selected option is marked with an asterisk (*).

Volume adjustment / mute

5.4.1 Setup wizard

The following explanation assumes your computer’s
operating system is Windows 8. If you use a different
operating system and require assistance, or if you
have any other questions, please contact our customer
support team.

« The radio and the computer must be on the
same network.

« The radio must be authorised as a playback
device on the computer.

« The music directory of your music library is enabled
as standard.

- Create and manage shared folders using Explorer
or Windows Media Player.

I this function is activated (Repeat play: On)
the current track is repeated.

When
sorting by Ensemble the stations are displayed
according to how they are distributed across the
frequency blocks.

Alternatively, a mix of pictures and text, such as is the
default for internet radio, can be displayed. To switch
between the display modes, press [OK] while a station is
playing.

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10.8 DRC (Dynamic Range Control)

Some radio stations in the DAB network support an audio
level control that is activated at varying volumes during
playback. If the audio level suddenly rises during playback,
DRC automatically reduces the volume. The same happens
if playback suddenly becomes quieter, with the radio

then increasing the volume. This radio has three different
settings for DRC:

DRC high: total equalisation of different volumes.
Strong compression can audibly reduce the dynamics
of a music title.

DRC low: partial equalisation of different volumes. More
subtle compression, without too much loss of dynamics.

DRC off: no equalisation.

The search run setting allows you to determine whether
stations with low signal strength are ignored during the
automatic search run. Proceed as follows:

« Note that the maximum range for Bluetooth® is 10
metres without obstacles such as walls, people, etc.

« Note that compatibility depends on the supported
Bluetooth® profiles as well as the Bluetooth®

versions being used. (see Technical Data, operating
instructions of the terminal device in use)

After pressing [MODE] repeatedly, activate operating
mode Bluetooth:

The radio has a sleep function, after a defined time the

Confirm this menu item to complete your alarm settings.

« When using Internet radio for the alarm sound
take care that the internet connection will be
available at the time of the alarm. If no internet
connection is available the radio instead uses the
wake-up buzzer (Buzz).

« Itis recommended to allow the radio to update
the time automatically. This ensures that the time
is always correct even if there is a separation of
power supply — for example a power cut.

= When using and setting the alarm function on a
device that belongs to a multi-room group, please
note that this device automatically leaves the group
at the time of the alarm.

« This behaviour prevents activation of the alarm on all
devices that belong to the group.

« The device in question does not automatically rejoin
the group after the alarm has been stopped, but must
be added manually.

Depending on the network, there are a number of ways to
connect to it. Networks that support connection via WPS
(Wi-Fi Protected Setup) are identified in the list as [WPS].
Other connections are either open networks or
connections protected with a PSK, or Pre-Shared-Key.

WPS allows simple and nevertheless protected connection
of the radio to the network. Two options are available

for this purpose: The connection can be set up by means
of PBC, or Push-Button Confi guration, or by the PIN
procedure, in which the web interface of your router
prompts you to enter a randomly generated sequence of
numbers.

The first time you switch on an UNDOK-enabled product
from Hama, or when you have set it to the factory settings,
it creates a micro access point — a separate Wi-Fi network
that you can connect to with your tablet or smartphone.

16.2.1 Procedure for iOS users

« Open the UNDOK app on your iPhone or iPad.

» Tap the Set up audio system menu item.

« Make sure that the radio or speaker is in SETUP
mode. Set the product to the factory settings, if
necessary. Confirm the query with Next.

« The UNDOK app now prompts you to connect to
the product's Wi-Fi network using the iPhone/iPad
settings — to do so, switch to the system settings
on your iPhone and select the Wi-Fi network (for
example, Setup Hama DIR3120LED). Then return
to the UNDOK app and tap Next.

Office DIR3120) and confirm your entry with Next.

16.4 Creating/managing multi-room groups

If there are several multi-room-enabled devices in your
network, they will appear in the selection list with a +
symbol after their name. The device that you have selected
in the list by tapping the (& icon will be the master when
the group has been created. This means that audio being
played on the master is continued in the group. Once

you have tapped the icon, a screen appears in which all
compatible devices are listed. Tap each of the devices

you would like to have in the group, and confirm your
selection with Done.

In this window, you can also delete an existing group

and thereby dissolve it, or give the group a new name.
(See Figure 3 — Group name)

Please note that it is sufficient if one device in the group
supports a source such as Spotify, Bluetooth* or CD, and
can share it with the other devices in the group.

* When playing audio via Bluetooth, the source
(smartphone, tablet, PC) must be located near the
device in which the corresponding receiver is integrated.
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16.5 Multi-room setup on the radio

16.5.1 General information:

« All radios must be connected to the same network
via LAN cable or Wi-Fi.

« This section explains how multi-room can be set up
on the devices and managed.

= A multi-room group can consist of up to five devices
(one master and four clients).

Master and client — explanation

» The master is the source device and transfers the
audio it is currently playing to all other devices
(clients) in the group.

« When playing audio via Bluetooth or from a CD,
only the device that has the corresponding receiver
or playback technology can be the master.

The following modes are available for a multi-room group
(depending on whether the corresponding technology
exists on the radio).

- Spotify Connect
« Internet radio

- DAB radio

« FM radio

« Auxiliary Input

« Wi-Fi streaming (DNLA-compatible)
and UPnP network playback

- USB playback
« CD playback
« Bluetooth

16.5.2 Creating a group

+ If you want to create a new group, navigate to the
system settings and select Multi-room.

« Select Create new group.

- Enter a name for the new group and confirm with [OK].

16.5.3 View details

» Select this menu item to obtain information on
the current status of the radio/speaker in the
respective group.

« The Status field shows whether the selected
device is a master or client.

16.5.4 Add clients to a group

« If the selected device is already the master, you
can add (further) clients using Add to group.

« On selecting this menu item, a list of the devices
in the network is displayed. Devices with a
preceding asterisk are already clients in the group.

« Only devices without an asterisk can be added as
clients to the group.

16.5.5 List current clients

« Select List current clients to display all members
of the current group.

16.5.6 Leave group

» The Leave group menu item allows you to remove
the client you are currently controlling from the
current group.

« Confirm the client’s removal from the group with [OK].

16.5.7 Delete group

« If you want to delete a complete group, select 'Delete
group'.

« Note that a group can be deleted only on the master
of this group.

« Only clean this product with a slightly damp, lint-free
cloth and do not use aggressive cleaning agents.

« If you do not use the product for a long time, turn off
the device and disconnect it from the power supply.
Store it in a clean, dry place out of direct sunlight.
