ASSEMBLING THE ELECTRIC OIL FILLED RADIATOR

Attention:
Never connect the oil filled heater to a power socket prior to starting installation or during the course of the installation.
Before starting the installation, check the oil filled radiator for damage, e.g. caused by a fall or transportation.

= Place the oil filled radiator inversely with the bottom upward. We recommend putting a soft blanket or soft mat on the place where you
will assemble the oil fitted radiator.

= Connect and tighten two travel wheels A8 to the body of the oil fitted radiator with butterfly nuts — as shown in the figure B (models
SOH 3207WH and SOH 3307BK), or in the figure C (models SOH 3209WH, SOH 3309BK, SOH 3211WH, SOH 3311BK, SOH 3213WH, SOH 3313BK).

= When the travel wheels A8 are correctly assembles, place the oil fitted radiator on the solid and dry surface. Ensure all travel wheels A8
touch the ground and the oil fitted radiator is not deviated on any side.

CONTROLLING THE ELECTRIC OIL FILLED RADIATOR

TURNING ON AND SETTING THE MODE

= Plug in the oil fitted radiator. To turn on the oil fitted radiator, turn the temperature control dial A3 to right towards the () symbol. The oil
fitted radiator starts to work.

= Under normal circumstances, turn the power level dial A4 to power level Il to speed up the heating. If the room temperature reaches
a suitable temperature, choose a lower power “Il” or “I". You can reduce the temperature by turning the temperature control dial A3 to left.

TURNING OFF
» Turn the power level dial A4 to 0 position and turn the temperature control dial to left up to the # symbol. Then pull out the power plug.

Note:
A slight odour may be felt when the oil filled radiator is first turned on or after an extended period where it has not been used.
This event will go away after a short while.

STORING THE POWER CORD

= You can store the power cord directly in the area in the front part of the oil filled radiator by winding around the holder A5.

THERMAL PROTECTION

= This oil filled radiator model is equipped with a two-level thermal protection:

= The first level (self-resetting thermal fuse) turns off the oil filled radiator in the event of overheating, where the internal temperature
of the electronics reaches 100 °C. In this case it is necessary to leave the radiator turned off for several minutes. As soon as it cools down,
the thermal fuse is automatically deactivated and it is possible to continue to use the radiator.

= Second level (non-resetting thermal fuse) will be activated if the first level fails and at the same time the internal temperature of the
electronics reaches 140 °C. In this case it is necessary to contact an authorised service centre, which will return the radiator to working
order by professional intervention.

MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

= Ensure that the appliance is turned off and that it has cooled down before cleaning it.

= Clean the appliance using a soft dry cloth. Do not use chemicals or abrasive cleaning products for cleaning. Otherwise the surface of the
appliance may be damaged.

= Do not spray the appliance with water or submerge it in water or another liquid.
