
If Leonardo is not working, try replacing the batteries.
To Change Batteries:
• Unscrew battery cap.
• Take out old batteries and replace with 
   3 new AG13/LR44 batteries.
• Replace battery cap.
Battery Instructions:
• Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.
• Different types of batteries or new and used batteries 
  are not to be mixed.
• Only batteries of the same or equivalent type as 
  recommended are to be used.
• Batteries are to be inserted with the correct polarity.
