AUTO SAFE MODE

To preserve battery when power is low, the light will enter safe
mode with less light output for extra 1 hour. Safe mode cannot
be override. Recharge battery for maximum performance.

BATTERY CHARGING AND CARE

. Plug the USB cable into charging port.

BATTERY CARE

* Do not charge over 5V, the battery will result in damage.

* Keep away from flammable objects while charging as this may lead fo
fire or battery explosion.
